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Creation the children will know that there are two stories of Creation in the Book of Genesis.

Religious Understand what being made in the image and likeness of God means and the responsibility to use
Education our God given talents. Know some reasons for praising God the creator of the world. Understanding

Miracles and Sacraments of the Sick, the children will know a number of miracles of Jesus and
identify how his actions brought change to people's lives.

We make links with the Old and New
Testament as we prepare for the coming of Christ.
Christmas, the children will know the main features of the Christmas Story and understand some of
the difficulties faced by the different characters in the story. The children will hear about the
story of Christmas from St. Matthew's Gospel. We will explore the difficulties faced by Mary and
Joseph and the tensions that arose in King Herod.
